Annual Golf Membership Dues and Fees must be paid in advance (by mail or in person) to the Management Office at the Clubhouse. Checks, made payable to the Greenbriar Oceanaire Community Association (GOCA), may be mailed to 1 Heritage Circle Waretown, NJ 08758. Members will receive verification of seasonal membership upon payment. Payments will commence in the off-season.

New Residents joining Oceanaire Golf Club (OGC) after July 1st will receive a pro-rated fee for play and cart Trail Fee.

Resident golfers are responsible for knowing and abiding by Oceanaire Golf Club Rules, Regulations and Policies, for them and their guests.   Violations will subject members to disciplinary action in accordance with the Table contained in the “Rules Violations and Penalties Process” section of this document.

1. Adult Guest Fees: Greens Fee (this will be deemed a daily pass) and Cart Fee/18 holes.  Resident member’s junior guests (those who have not yet reached their 19th birthday) may play at a reduced rate, with a cart fee after 3:00 pm on all days the course is open to guest play.  This same fee will be applicable if an earlier tee time is requested and, in the opinion of the Golf Professional, the course is under-utilized. Please check with the Pro Shop for current rates.  

2. Guests are allowed to play during Guest time only, unless an opening exists. This must be cleared with the Pro on day of play. 
3. Members are responsible for guests conduct and any penalties for violation of course rules.

4. Members and/or their guests are liable for any property damage and/or personal injury resulting from their activity on the golf course.
5. Reciprocation with other Private Clubs is solely at the discretion of the Pro shop as approved by the Association BOD. All players will pay greens and cart fees. 

6. All guests must be sponsored by a golf member and play with the golf member.

7. Refer to Weekly Schedule section for guest play times. Guests will not be allowed to play during sanctioned OGC events with certain exceptions. (E.g., Member Guest Tournament). 
8. Limit of 3 guests per member (at one time).  The sponsoring member must play with the party/group of guests. 

9. Children ages of 9 thru 18 will be given conditional golf course privileges, which will be at the discretion of the Pro Shop after the member provides the child’s golf history and experience.  Children under the age of 9 are not eligible.

10. Only Children possessing a valid Motor Vehicle Driver’s License will be permitted to operate a Power Golf Cart. 

11. Guests of member cart owners may ride with owner in the member’s private cart, but are still subject to the cart fee.  

ALL REQUESTS FOR EXCEPTIONS MUST BE PRESENTED TO AND APPROVED BY THE PRO-SHOP IN ADVANCE!

TEE TIME PROCEDURES

Chelsea System
1. The Chelsea tee Time System will be used.  The Association reserves the right to use random tee times or point system tee times. The Point System will be used to start off the 2011 golf season.
a. Points assigned at time of request: 

i. 1 point for request between 7 and 11 AM 

ii. 0.5 point for request between 11 AM and 3 PM.
iii. 0 points for request after 3 PM

b. Points assigned at check-in. 

i. 1 point for check-in between 7 & 11

ii. 0.5 point for check-in after 11

iii. 0.3  point for men’s/women’s league and tournaments

iv. 0.1 point subtracted for each hour away from requested starting time at Placement & EOD

c. No shows will be assessed a 1 point penalty

d. Please note that full members have priority over associate members and guests.

e. Points based on last 14 calendar days

2. Improper use of the Chelsea System or manipulation for personal gain shall be determined by the Pro Shop and may be penalized. (see page 20)

3. Sign up procedure to be posted in the Pro Shop.

4. All members and guests must sign in at the Pro Shop at least 15 minutes prior to play.  Failure to register at the appropriate time may cause cancellation or result in a later tee time.  Failure to notify the Pro Shop of a tee time cancellation may result in a penalty.

Singles and Twosomes
5.  –When possible, singles or twosomes will be accommodated. The Pro Shop will have authority to pair up these individuals.  Any single or double that refuses to pair up will forfeit their spot until the Pro Shop reassigns their position.

6. Non-playing members or guests accompanying a member in a golf cart must be approved by the Pro-Shop and sign a release form.

7. Associates and guests play after 11:00am and after pre-registered full members.
Non-member residents
8. Non-member residents of Greenbriar Oceanaire may request a tee time one hour after the pro-shop opens on the day of play if there are open tee times.  

9. Non-member residents may not bring guests.

Open tee times
10. If there are open tee times on the day of play, full and associate members may call the pro-shop on the day of play and request they be given the open tee time.  If they already have a tee time they can request to be moved up before the 11 AM rule for associates and guests
Shotgun Tee Times
 

1. Players are responsible for knowing what hole they are starting on.  Look at the Chelsea tee-sheet for the day and it will tell you what your starting hole is. 

2. Please do not leave the cart area until your foursome or pairing group is complete. 

3. Cart owners: Please let the pro shop staff know that you are here for play.  No receipt necessary. 

4. Anyone playing in the day’s shotgun must be checked in by ½ hour before your tee time or your spot may be given away.  Please give a call to the pro shop if you will be later than half hour start requirement. 

5. When the range is available, it is necessary that there are 2 players in each cart.  There are a limited number of carts and the remaining carts are set up for players.  The outside golf staff will issue keys for carts. 

6. Do not add someone to your group that you know will not be there as they will be penalized with no-show points.  If it is a recurring event that a group puts someone in their group that they know will not be there, the team captain will be penalized for continued abuse with points as well as a fee.  This may require editing recurring events and deleting any players who may not be able to play on certain days.  Please adjust these requests accordingly. 

PLAY

1. All members and guests must sign in at the Pro Shop prior to play at which time they will be given a receipt.    The receipt is to be presented to the starter prior to play. The starter will hold groups until the preceding group has exited the first tee.  Failure to check-in at least 15 minutes prior to a reserved time may cause a cancellation or setback.

2. All Players must start from the first hole or get permission from the Pro Shop to start elsewhere.  An exception would be a shotgun start. No one may start from any other location, unless approved or authorized by the Pro Shop. 

3. No one may use the golf course for practice from any location.

4. In the event 9 hole players begin play on the tenth hole, players making the "turn" after 9 holes will have priority on the "10th" tee of play. If groups want to play 9 holes they must tell the Pro Shop upon making their initial tee time. 

5. Stopping for lunch after 9 holes may cause you to lose your position on the 10th tee. You may re-enter after checking with the Starter and they will place your group at the next available opening.

6. All play will be governed by USGA Rules together with the Rules of Etiquette, except where modified by OGC Local Rules, as posted in the Pro Shop and in the written Rules and Regulations.

7. Event Players and Non-Event Players should check dates of said Events.  Players are solely responsible for knowing the Club schedule. Event details and sign up will take place in the Pro Shop in the 2 weeks prior to the event.  Tee Times will be posted by noon on the Friday prior to the Event. Please notify the Pro Shop at least 24 hours prior in case of cancellation.
8. Weather, Unusual Ground Conditions, Special Events, or Meetings may close the Golf Course for general play. When frost is present, play will be held up at the discretion of the Golf Course Maintenance Superintendent.
9. The association reserves the right to change tee times from hourly to shotgun.  Frost conditions may result in shotgun starts at 11:00 am which is at the discretion of the Pro and the Golf Course Superintendent.
10. Anyone playing more than 9 holes when they have paid for 9 holes will be charged for two rounds of 18 hole play for the first offense.  Additional offenses will result in the suspension of golf privileges.  The charges will be for greens fees and cart charges if applicable.
PACE OF PLAY

The rules of golf state, "In the interest of all, players shall play without delay."

· Rounds will be timed by course rangers and the Pro Shop. Groups are expected to complete 9 holes in 2 ¼  hours or less, and 18 holes in 4 ½  hours or less. Each hole should take 15 minutes or less to play. Players are also expected to keep up with the group in front of them. Players in a group who demonstrate an inability to play within these time constraints will be moved to their proper place on the golf course.   

DISRESPECTFUL RESPONSES TO THE RANGER

ARE NOT ACCEPTABLE.THESE ARE A VIOLATION OF

OGC RULES, AND WILL RESULT IN PENALTIES.

1. Players should and must allow faster players to play through.  Playing through is defined by the fact that an entire hole has opened up in front of you, or you are delaying play of golfers following you. 

2. Allow a maximum of 3 minutes looking for a lost ball.
3. Play 'Ready Golf ' (i.e., be ready to play when it is your turn).
4. Take several clubs with you to the ball when playing “cart path only” or when walking a distance to the ball.
5. Record scores at the next tee, not adjacent to the green just played. 

6. Play a Provisional Ball when necessary.

7. It is the player’s responsibility to have a general knowledge of Golf and Club Rules. The Pro Shop Staff (to include Rangers) will be happy to answer or assist you with any questions.

8. If a slow group does not invite you to play through, it is your right to ask tactfully for them to do so.  If the group will not agree, please bring the matter to the attention of the Ranger or Pro Shop, as time permits.
9. If you do not see the players in front of you, and players are waiting to play behind you, you will be instructed to speed up play.  You may be asked to pick up your ball and go to the next tee.
10. Walkers are held to the same standards and will allow power carts and faster players to play through. 

11. Multiple violations will subject the player(s) to review by the Golf Committee for further disciplinary action.

DRESS CODE

Dress Code applies to the golf course, practice green, and practice range for members and guests alike.

1. MEN'S DRESS CODE:  No tank tops, cut offs, athletic shorts, bathing suits, sweat suits, short shorts, tennis shorts, jeans, jean shorts, and jean slacks.  Shirts must have a collar or a mock turtle design and should be tucked into pants at all times.
2. LADIES' DRESS CODE:  Same as the Men's Dress Code with the exception that certain ladies golf wear does not incorporate collars and sleeves.  Shorts must not be shorter than mid-thigh.  Halters and tube tops are not allowed.

3. SHOEWEAR: OGC is a spike-less/non-metal facility.  ONLY PERMANENT SPIKE-LESS SHOES, INSTALLED SOFTSPIKES, OR FLAT SOLED SHOES PERMITTED!

4. Failure to observe the Dress Code will result in a 'No Admission' to the Golf Course or removal from the facility. 

5. Members are responsible for their guest’s attire.

POWER GOLF CARTS

OWNERSHIP (Private Carts)

1. A Registration Application Form must be filled out and appropriate Fees paid prior to Cart utilization in the Community or on the Golf Course. Private cart owners must pay the annual trail fee to use their cart on the golf course.
2. Frontal and side view photographs of the power golf cart must be supplied to the Association office with the above form.

3. Initial and Annual proof of insurance in sufficient limits, with a minimum of $300,000.00, consistent with other golf course liability, must be submitted and held in the Association office each year the cart is registered.  

4. Power Cart must be a late model cart maintained in a manner consistent with golf course standards.

a. Only electric carts are permitted.

b. Only 4-wheeled carts are permitted.

c. Must be solid WHITE or IVORY in color.

d. Must have matching roof (design and color).

e. Must have White or Ivory vinyl seat covers.

f. Must have standard size golf cart tires.

g. Must be equipped with two seed/sand bottles.

5. Registration cart number stickers must be displayed on the golf cart body, above the left and right rear wheels.  Annual registration stickers must be placed above the cart number stickers on each side.
6. Not allowed:

a. Radios

b. Stickers or decals (other than club registration)

c. Decorations or valances   

d. Cart must be housed inside owner’s dwelling. No outside storage permitted. 
7. Golf cart owners may not lend or share their power golf cart (i.e., use is limited to owners of the cart) except as noted under Guest Policies section, item 12.

8. Unrelated parties (e.g. residents residing at two different addresses within the community) may not jointly register a power golf cart.  Each party jointly using a private golf cart must pay a separate trail fee.
9. When two members who pay a double trail fee and share cart ownership are playing in different groups at the same or overlapping times, the member needing a cart will be entitled to the use of a rental cart at no additional charge.
10. No private cart owner may use a rental cart for any reason without payment of a cart rental fee, unless approved by the golf pro at the time of each use.
11. Should a private cart fail during the season, provision will be made to use a rental cart for up to 10 days.  Each use must be approved by the Golf Pro.
12. These rules subject to change upon the Direction of the Association.

13. Do not drive carts in violation of course markings, roping or other notices, the cart operator will be subject to the penalties listed in the Penalty Table contained herein.

GOCA RENTED AND PRIVATELY OWNED POWER CARTS - GENERAL RULES

1) All Carts must remain on the cart paths unless otherwise stated. Please do not drive on the shoulders of the cart paths. 

2) Rented Carts are for use on the Golf Course only.

3) Members may reserve Golf Carts up to one day in advance. 

4) Cart operators must possess a valid Motor Vehicle Driver’s License.
5) Only 2 persons and 2 sets of clubs are permitted per Cart. 
6) The Association reserves the right to require two people are in a cart.             

7) Obey all golf cart traffic signs.  DO NOT drive within 30 feet of green or past signs prohibiting cart traffic. 

8) Do not drive on Par 3 fairways or rough (cart path only).

9) DO NOT drive a cart in hazard areas, woods, or basins.

10) Be careful to avoid any soft or wet area(s) and newly seeded/sodded areas.

11) DO NOT drive on any resident’s property at any time!

12) Operation of Cart is at the risk of the operator.  Cost of repair to Cart due to negligence will be charged to the member or sponsoring member.

13) To reduce (minimize) turf compaction and damage caused by power cart use, no more than 1 cart per twosome or 2 carts per foursome will be permitted.
14) When more than two carts are used in a group, only two carts will be allowed on fairway for any hole at one time.  The other cart(s) will be cart path only. 
15)  Do not drive any carts in violation of course markings, roping or other notices. 

16) Cart operator will be subject to the penalties listed in the Penalty Table contained herein.
17) Improper cart operation by members or guests could result in immediate termination of the golf round by Pro Shop staff. There would be no refund of golf or cart fees. 

18) Members may incur further penalties based on their and/or guest behavior.

Handicap Flag Policy

Members requesting a Handicap Flag for cart usage should file for a handicap flag in the following manner:

· A letter to the Golf Committee, requesting the handicap flag, condition, and duration of use of the flag.

· Proof of handicap motor vehicle privileges, usually noted on driver's license.

· A letter from a licensed physician, written on the physician's official letterhead, containing the following information:

A. Name and license number of the physician.

B. Description of disability and a statement requesting handicap privileges for the purpose of playing golf.
C. Expected duration of condition.

· Handicap privileges will remain in effect for the time period stated in the physician's letter (if less  

  than a season).

· Handicap privileges must be filed for each new golfing season.

· When the handicap application is approved by the Board, the recipient will  be listed as handicap on 
 the Chelsea system. A flag will be issued and recorded by name prior to play. Flags must be returned to the Pro Shop 
 immediately after play is concluded.

Handicap flag users will be asked to obey the following guidelines:

1. Handicap flags will not be issued on "cart path only days".

2. Two holes are usually designated "Cart Path Only" daily by the course Superintendent. On these holes, carts displaying a blue flag may use the 90degree rule to their ball, turning in the rough and returning to the cart path. 

3. If two handicapped players are in a group, they must ride together.

4. Handicap Flags allow the player to go beyond the standard golf course markers.  However, carts must be kept 30 ft. from greens, tees and bunkers.

5. Flag users must meet with a representative of the golf course management group to go over areas that carts should not travel, such as dangerous and heavily sloped areas, etc.

6. If a non handicap player is a passenger in the handicap player's cart, the non‑handicap player must not be driven to their ball if it rests within the no carts zone, or on "Cart Path Only" holes.
7. Golf carts displaying a flag are to avoid standing water and heavy traffic areas, and use the shortest distance to and from the ball.

8. Par three holes are cart path only.
9. Guests and outing participants must file for a handicap flag with the same required documentation stated above, at least 7 days prior to play.

10. Flags must be returned to the Pro Shop at the conclusion of the round.

HANDICAPPING

The GHIN Handicapping System will be used. This system permits electronic computation and Handicap verification on demand.

1. Follow posting regulations making sure you have FULL name, handicap number, date, course, and totaled score.

2. You will be able to post all scores on the handicap computer in the Pro Shop at the completion of play.

3. Prior to posting, total score is to be calculated using Equitable Stroke Control.

4. The Handicap season will coincide with the New Jersey State Golf Association dates (for 2011, from April 15th through October 31st). All Members registered in the handicap service will be required to post all 9 and 18 hole scores during this period. If a member plays at least 7 holes, he/she must post a 9 hole score, and, if 13 holes are played, the member must post an 18 hole score.

5. Equitable stroke control will be double par until handicaps are developed as per USGA rules.  Handicaps are established with 5 rounds of 18 hole golf or 10 rounds of 9 hole golf. The maximum allowable handicap index for Tournament/League play at Greenbriar Oceanaire is 40. No one may use a handicap higher than the adjusted index in tournament play or on Wednesday and Thursday League play.

6. Fair handicapping depends on golfers turning in all of his/her scores. Every golfer must be individually responsible for making sure all scores are posted.  A handicap may be adjusted, either higher or lower, if a player does not turn in a score card and/or post a score for each round played.  The Golf Committee is empowered to make such adjustments under USGA recommendations. 
7. When entering a tournament or playing in men’s or lady’s day events the pro-shop will check GHIN prior to play to be sure that scores have been posted.  If 4 scores have not been posted in the last 30 days the pro will assign a handicap if the person wishes to play.
SAFETY AND ETIQUETTE

1. OGC would like all patrons to know that lightning and thunderstorms are dangerous and potentially deadly natural events. Please take appropriate measures to leave the course if these conditions are present.  No Players will be allowed to tee off until 45 minutes after the last thunderclap when these conditions are present.

2. Improper use of Electric Carts (Leased and Owned) may result in injury to you, passengers, or others.  Do not speed or make sharp turns at high speeds. Observe and obey cart signage.

3. Familiarize yourself with the Cart by checking brakes and the forward and reverse gears.  Stop at least 6 feet behind any Cart in front of you and do not tailgate. Be alert to hazards in your path.

4. Set the footbrake when you exit the Cart.

5. Use caution when operating around pedestrians or other golfers.

6. A Swinging club can be a dangerous weapon.  Make sure the area is clear when you address the ball or take a practice swing.
7. Never stand or cross in front of a golfer about to hit a ball and do not go past the closest ball.

8. No Player shall play until Players in front are safely out of range.

9. Players are to properly dispose of trash and cigarette/cigar butts in receptacles at the tees. Players must respect a no smoking request by another occupant of their cart.
10. ALL PLAYERS SHALL REPLACE DIVOTS, REPAIR BALL MARKS, SMOOTH BUNKERS AND ADD SAND/SEED MIXTURE PROVIDED TO DIVOTS. Large and/or deep divots are to be replaced and sand/seed mix added with the divots.  Smaller and shallower divots should be replaced with sand/seed mix only.  Help keep the course looking great!

11. Please fix your ball mark and at least one other on all greens. 

CONDUCT

1) All golfers are expected to conduct themselves as gentlemen and ladies and to observe the Rules of Play.  Unseemly behavior and/or violation of the Rules may result in expulsion from the course or suspension of membership privileges.

2) Alcoholic beverages are not allowed on the Golf Course except during tournament play as approved by the Association.

3) Resident golfers and/or their Guests shall be liable to the Association for the value of property that is damaged or removed by themselves or guests.

4) Golfers shall not reprimand other members or any Association Employee or Contractor.  Complaints MUST be filed on a “Resident Service: form available in the Concierge office.  The form will be brought to the attention of the Golf Committee, Pro Shop and Board.

GENERAL RULES AND MISCELLANEOUS

Each Player must have a set of clubs and an appropriate device by which to carry them.  In competition play a player may not possess more than 14 clubs.  

Homeowners are responsible for any damage done to their house by errant golf balls.  If a player’s ball is hit onto private property, the ball may be retrieved at their own risk, but, not hit from the area.  These areas are "Out of Bounds".  

Players will observe the Lost Ball Rule which allows 3 minutes or less to locate your ball. "Ball hawking" will not be permitted on the Golf Course, Practice Range, in woods, and in ponds of OGC.  

Spectators will not be allowed on the golf course without the permission of the Pro-Shop and unless the required special waiver is obtained.

Caddies are NOT permitted unless approved by Pro-Shop.

Practice shots onto regular greens are prohibited.

Practice areas will be so designated for instruction only.  The practice green will open Monday afternoons.  No pitching is allowed.

Pets are NOT permitted on the Golf Course at any time.

Non-golfing walkers, joggers and bicyclists are prohibited from the golf course and cart paths at all times during the Golf Season.

No winter/snow activities including cross country skiing, sledding, and snow shoeing will be permitted on the golf course.

More than 4 Players in a group is prohibited unless approved by Golf Shop.  Fivesomes, if approved by the Golf Shop, will abide by all pace of play rules and MUST allow faster groups to play through. 

Walking or pulling golf carts is allowed after 3 p.m. in season (April 1st through November 1st) and adjusted out of season.

Any questions pertaining to these golf rules, scoring, tournaments or any golf related issues should be brought to the attention of the golf pro or assistant golf pro immediately.  Their decision on all golf issues will be final.
LOCAL GOLF RULES

1. All golfers should attend at least one pre-season golf meeting. Attendance will be documented
2. Players and Guests should be reasonably acquainted with the Rules of the Game.

3. White stakes - Out of Bounds.
4. Yellow stakes - Water Hazard (Drop your ball in appropriate drop area).
5. Red stakes - Lateral Hazard.
6. All woods on both sides of all fairways are considered to be lateral hazards. For balls hit into the woods, the most feasible options are:

a. With no penalty attached, hit the ball from where it lies in the hazard. 

b. Take a one stroke penalty and drop the ball within 2 club lengths and no closer to the hole from where the ball first entered the hazard (not from  where the ball is lying in the hazard).

7. There are 100 yard, 150 yard, and 200 yard plates in the fairways.

8. If your ball is OB or lies on private property, proceed under USGA rules (under penalty of one stroke, hit the ball, as nearly as possible, from the same spot as the original ball was played) or, still under penalty of one stroke, drop in appropriate drop area if permitted. 

9. ONLY ONE BALL TO BE PLAYED PER PERSON.

10. All strokes are to be counted. Equitable Stroke Control will determine posted score. Pro Shop staff will assist with any scoring or posting questions.

RESPONSIBILITY EXPLANATION:

Members are responsible for their guests. If damage is found to be caused by the violation of tee usage policies, full accountability and responsibility will revert back to the member golfer for his or her guests in violation. The violator of these policies who causes damage will be fully liable for any and all damages.

Golfers who are playing in accordance with the tee usage policies and general club regulations will not be held responsible for any damage that may be caused by an errant shot. The responsibility in this case will be the resident homeowner’s and their homeowner’s policy. Golfers should have the courtesy to notify the homeowner that their house was hit.
PRACTICE RANGE RULES 

· Hours of Operation: Opening and Closing will coincide with Golf Shop hours and weather/golf course conditions.

· Maximum shot distance allowable: 180 yards.
· Hit off mats only, unless otherwise directed.

· Absolutely no crossing forward line in front of hitting area at any time.

· Anyone waiting or observing must remain behind players hitting. 

· Aim only at target greens.  No intentional hitting into the woods.

· Bunker shots to be hit towards target greens only.

· Additional rules to be posted in the Pro Shop.
RULES VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES PROCESS

As members of a private golf community, it is expected that all members will monitor and attempt to improve other golfer’s etiquette and observance of rules. If respectful attempts fail to insure appropriate behavior, please complete a “Resident Service” Form, available at the Pro Shop or Concierge Desk.
Procedure for registering a violation:

1. Complainant must complete a” Resident Service” Form (available at the Pro Shop and the Concierge desk) and submit it to the Community Manager within 72 hours of the violation.

2. The Community Manager will submit copies to the Golf Committee (OGC) Chairperson and to the BOD.

3. The Chairperson will inform the OGC Committee and a determination will be made if further investigation is needed.  
4. The OGC will conduct any necessary investigation and send notice of findings and a recommendation to the Community Manager and the BOD. The accuser and the party accused will be notified by the Community Manager as to findings and determination of penalty, if any. 
5. All violation offenses will remain on the member’s record indefinitely.

Penalty Guidelines:
· First offense: warning letter 

· Second offense: one week suspension

· Third offense: two week suspension

· Fourth offense: review of golf membership by OGC, with final determination by the BOD. Habitual offenders will be subject to longer suspensions and will be addressed as necessary by the OGC AND BOD

· Dependant on the severity of an offense, immediate suspension of golf privileges or golf membership may be imposed.

The following are examples of violations:

· Hitting from homeowner’s property.
· Practicing/playing on the golf course when it is closed.
· Practicing/playing on the golf course when not registered at the Pro Shop.
· Member starting from their house or another resident’s house without notifying Pro Shop. 
· Member showing disrespect to a ranger, other staff, and / or members.
· Member intentionally hitting a golf ball into group ahead.
· Improper use of cart (leased and owned) that may result in injury to anyone.
· Intentionally riding on fairways when cart path only ruling is in effect.

· Cart operation in areas roped off or restricted by signage.
· 9 hole play is allowed no earlier than the posted time, which is done to prevent gaps in play during prime time.  Members who        regularly get tee times for 18 holes, than play 9 holes, are in violation of the 9 hole policy and are subject to penalty.  Rain checks will only be issued in the case of bad weather.
· Member repeatedly refusing to allow faster players to play through or walkers repeatedly not yielding to golf carts.

· Failure to turn-in handicap flag when play has concluded.

Specific Violations and their penalties:
· Anyone playing more than 9 holes when they have paid for 9 holes will be charged for two rounds of 18 hole play for the first offense.  Additional offenses will result in the suspension of golf privileges.  The charges will be for greens fees and cart charges if applicable.
·  A $15 charge will be implemented for a no show on the day of the tee time.  A tee time can be cancelled with no penalty if a cancellation is made two hours ahead of the tee time.  A total of three missed call ins would be forgiven, thereafter all cancellations will be charged to the offending party. The offending party would be identified as the individual who did not show or was responsible for the no show.  If it can be shown that the captain is responsible for the no show,(i.e. booking the golfer while the golfer is on vacation) then the penalty would be on the captain.

MEDICAL REFUND POLICY

Up until April 15 of the current golf season golfers may request full refund of their annual golf membership and trail fee due to documented medical conditions preventing them from playing if they have yet to play a round of golf in that year. 
Furthermore up until June 15th of the current year a partial reimbursement may be requested because of a documented medical condition that clearly prevents the golfer from playing golf.  The reimbursement will be as follows. The Annual Membership Fee minus 
(-) number of rounds played from March 15th until date of refund request X $50.00 green fee minus (-) the Associate Fee of $370.00 which includes practice range and handicap fee
Example: If the computer data indicates that a member played 20 rounds, and the annual fee paid was $$2,020.00, then:  $2,020.00 – (20x$50.00) - $370 = $650 refund.

Trail fees will be refunded in a similar manner, subtracting fifteen dollars ($15.00) for each round played.

The Process for requesting a refund is:

1. A letter is to be submitted to the Community Manager stating the desire and reason(s) for the reimbursement.

2. Attached to the letter shall be a doctor’s note stating the disability denying the member to play golf.
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
